We are training and mentoring more students, including giving
opportunities to younger students.

Our Guardianship Project teams
law students with otherwise
unrepresented clients at hearings
in probate court. Under an
attorney’s supervision, the
students explain the proceedings,
review the paperwork,

and examine witnesses.

This year, we introduced a pilot
program, the Self-Service Center

at Pima County Superior Court.

This provides students with
incredibly valuable experience
in family law, and clients with

much needed assistance.

They meet with pro se litigants
and help them prepare to
represent themselves at trial

by understanding discovery

and disclosure requirements,
drafting motions and calculating

child support.

Over the last year or so, we have all noticed more and more people coming to our court for

help with issues like child support who cannot afford attorneys and who find they must

represent themselves. Providing the assistance they require is a challenge that increases every year.

The Volunteer Lawyer Program fills an urgent need. We hear again and again how much

litigants appreciate the professionalism, expertise, patience and kindness of the lawyers and

students who help them.
